DHL Employees of the ILN Gateway must be feeling pretty special about 
now as two major unions fight to capture their vote in a soon –to-be announced 
election. What more evidence does one need that unions are big business, fighting 
for dues-paying members to add to their declining membership. 

A recent handbill distributed by the International Brotherhood of 
Teamsters (“IBT”) claims the “APWU FAILS At ILN”.  It goes on to call the 
American Postal Workers Union (“APWU”) incompetent, reckless, and 
inadequate to conduct an effective drive. The handbill is signed by over 60 
employees (many not employed at the Gateway) claiming they won’t fall for 
another APWU blunder. They also encourage Gateway employees to withdraw 
their support for the APWU. 

This attack by the IBT could not go unanswered by the APWU. Full 
Throttle Ahead dated Nov. 8, 2006 has the APWU taking the “high road” and 
claiming not to oppose the Teamsters last minute motion to join the race to 
represent ILN Gateway employees.  Mark and Rich, the APWU organizers, claim 
the number one rule of the APWU is to always be honest and to tell the truth. 
(Remember when Mark and Rich told you to sign a card, it’s only to get an 
election; and then attempted to get the company to accept the card as your vote?) 

In the APWU’s latest flier they continue to claim to be the honest union 
and would never “get in the gutter” with another union.  Yet in the same flier they 
go on to bash the IBT by accusing them of union busting, rotten tactics causing 
confusion and division among the workforce, engaging in dishonest divide and 
conquer tactics, and trashing the most recent JFK Airborne Teamster contract. 

ABX Air believes that all employees should be free to work without 
paying dues or needing a third party to speak on their behalf. The IBT and APWU 
are showing their true colors as they battle it out for a share of DHL Gateway 
employees hard earned paycheck. 

If you have friends or family working in the Gateway remind them to get 
all the facts before deciding to vote a union into their company.
